Global Goal on Adaptation: Outcomes climate research

» Inclusion of finance indicators - compromise with soft language on “indicators for enabling factors [...],
including means of implementation”

+ Nature (level/scale) of final outcome/Number of indicators - “a manageable set of no more than 100
indicators” that are globally applicable, constitute a menu that captures various contexts of adaptation
actions and Parties can choose which indicators to report on, should allow for aggregation of information
- emphasizes that reporting on the indicators is voluntary

» Guidance to expert groups: Publish a consolidated list of indicator options for Parties and progress
report no later than 4 weeks prior to SB62
